The site is located in the geographical heart of the old city, on a hill. Narrow
streets limit vehicle access. Under such conditions, the complex’s maintenance is
performed using a specially erected utility facility located right across the street. The
facility houses: an engineering unit, a boiler room, a transformer unit, an emergency
power supply unit (diesel generator), a water treatment system, a laundry room, a
parking lot for 10 cars, a storage container, etc.

ARCHITECTURAL AND FACADE SOLUTIONS

The main principle is to restore the architectural heritage lost over the previous
time periods and carry out new construction preserving load-bearing walls and
ancient underground structures of historical value. Thus, two volumes are created,
combined into a single ensemble and united by facade solutions. Facades of cultural
and aesthetic value are fully recreated and reconstructed. The construction of a new
volume to replace the partially lost portion of the buildings is being planned taking
into account the full reconstruction of the late 19th century ruined facades. For this
purpose, Aglay stone, plaster surfaces, large-scale glazing, and brass panels with
national ornaments are used to finish the building. The lightweight superstructure
volume is set back from the main facade's outer line to make it "invisible" to the
pedestrian area.

The heart of the Ashur Xan Palace complex is the History Museum of one of the
most ancient and noble kins of Azerbaijan - the Ashurbeyli family. The family name
dates back to 1743, when a highborn khan, a relative of the Persian Nadir Shah and his
Sardar (Minister of War), Ashur Khan Afshar came to the lands of Absheron, where he
settled with his family. Both in the history of Azerbaijan and the inextricably linked
Ashurbeyli/Ashurbekov/Ashurli family history, many beautiful as well as dramatic
events have taken place since those old times.

2023 marks the 280th anniversary of the Ashur Khan Afshar family, in honor of
which a symbolic stone will be laid in the foundation of a unigue monument to the
family's complicated history in the heart of ancient Baku - Icheri Sheher.
